"Today we want to pray for Thuy*. Thuy is a believer
from a community in Vietham where Christians are
experiencing harassment and discrimination.

Thuy and her husband have experienced this
harassment first-hand since becoming believers. In
January, Thuy was assaulted by a neighbour. The
neighbour hurled insults at her and then beat her
with a stick. Thuy suffered head injuries and needed
to be hospitalized for 14 days.

Authorities deemed that the neighbour needed to
compensate Thuy for the medical expenses. Thuy,
knowing her neighbour was very poor, showed her
love and grace and asked her only to help cover the
cost of the medication.

Will you pause to pray for Thuy today, who is still
recovering from the attack? Pray that Thuy and other
believers in this community will stand strong despite
the hostility they encounter. Pray that they may
continue to share the gospel with others. Finally, pray
for Thuy’s neighbour, that Thuy’s love and grace will
help her encounter Jesus.
